
This Pinot Noir highlights the red fruit and sweet spice character that 
makes the grapes of Sonoma County so famous. Aromas of raspberry 

and red cherry with just a hint of spice and brown sugar, and flavors of 
cherry and dark fruit, with notes of cinnamon, black pepper, with a rich 
earthiness. This wine has a lingering finish and is beautifully balanced.
